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Pile Driving to Begin on North Concourse Construction Site 





As construction progresses on the North Concourse project, passersby will start to hear some changes.  The excavation of the site has been accomplished and the subsequent phase is to drive piles into the ground for the North Concourse foundation.  





As a result of this work, the area in and around the construction site will experience noise, dust and vibration while the pile driving is underway.  The contractor performing this work has done similar projects at other airports and will take all steps necessary to minimize the impact on the Airport and its users.   No direct impact is expected on the Rosemary Gardens Neighborhood. 





The pile driving is anticipated to begin on or about October 17, 2005, and will last for approximately six (6) months.  Work will occur Monday through Friday from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. and Saturdays from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  Work will not be performed on Sundays and all legal holidays.
